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Highlights of the Year of Jesus’ Third Public 
Ministry (Last Phase of the Galilean Ministry, and 
the Later Judean and Perean Ministry) 
Some highlights of the last phase of the Galilean 
ministry are as follows: 

1.    The miracle of the feeding of five thousand, and 
Jesus’ great discourse on the Bread of Life. 

2.    Peter’s testimony of Jesus. Jesus’ prophecy of his 
own death and resurrection. The transfiguration of 
Jesus before Peter, James, and John. The keys of 
the priesthood given to Peter, James, and John and 
subsequently to all the Twelve. 

Some highlights of the later Judean ministry are these: 

1.    Jesus’ testimony of himself before the Jews: “I am 
the light of the world” (John 8:12); “I am the 
Good Shepherd” (John 10:11). 

2.    The parable of the Good Samaritan. Other 
parables and instructions to the disciples. 

Some highlights of the Perean ministry are these: 

1.    Parables that deal with the way a disciple ought to 
be. 

2.    The raising of Lazarus from the dead. 

3. Other instructions to his disciples and the 
resuming of his trek to Jerusalem.

Seventy-two events are treated, signifying the emphasis  
that the gospel writers placed on this time of our Lord’s ministry.
