
in this inner room was the ark of the covenant, 
which the Lord Himself said was the place where He
would meet Moses and commune with the people
(see Exodus 25:22). Both on the veil, separating the
holy place from the most holy, and on the lid of the
ark were cherubim, or angels. This use of angels
provides a beautiful representation of the concept
taught in latter-day scripture that one passes by the
angels on his way to exaltation (see D&C 132:19).

In summary, the tabernacle and its plan and the
ordinances thereof illustrate the grand and glorious
symbolism of mankind’s progress from a state of
being alienated from God to one of full communion
with Him.
