To receive institute credit 

Attend class 75% of the time, which means having 3 absences or less.

To Receive BYU Transfer Credit

1. The course number from the approved institute courses list must be between 100 and 499.

2. Student must have a minimum of 75% attendance.

3. The teacher must have a bachelor’s degree, or equivalent experience certified and approved in writing.  
(Note:  Brother Patrick does meet these qualifications.)
4. Student must declare within the first three (3) weeks of class that the transfer credit is desired.

5. The work assigned by the teacher must include a final examination and at least one other basis for judging academic performance (such as readings, quizzes, a midterm examination, or a research paper.)

6. A letter grade must be given.

Note: A pass grade may not be changed to a letter grade once the course is completed, even if additional work is done.

BYU Transfer Credit Assignments
· Choose a recent general conference talk.  Write one page expressing your thoughts and feelings about the address and the principles taught on any of the foregoing lessons in expanding your testimony.
· Choose your favorite lesson studied this semester.  Write a 1 page paper analyzing the lesson, describe what doctrines and principles are taught and express multiple ways those principles apply to eternal families.
One assignment will be an assignment grade and the other will constitute a final exam grade.  Each will be weighted equally.

Each response should be type written (double-spaced) at least one page.
