
“The thirst for education... can be a blessing or 
a curse, depending on our motives. If we continue 
to seek learning to serve God and His children 
better, it is a blessing of great worth. If we begin to 
seek learning to exalt ourselves alone, it leads to 
selfishness and pride, which will take us away 
from eternal life. 

“That is one of the reasons we should always 
put spiritual learning first. And that is why the 
Church has placed institutes of religion across the 
earth wherever young members are gathered in 
sufficient numbers. Their spiritual education in the 
institute will shape the purpose and speed the 
process of their secular learning... 

“If we will keep spiritual learning in its proper 
place, we will have to make some hard choices of 
how we use our time. But there should never be a 
conscious choice to let the spiritual become 
secondary as a pattern in our lives. Never. That 
will lead to tragedy. The tragedy may not be 
obvious at first, nor may it ever be clear in mortal 
life. But remember, you are interested in 
education, not just for mortal life but for eternal 
life. When you see that reality clearly with spiritual 
sight, you will put spiritual learning first and yet not 
slight the secular learning. In fact, you will work 
harder at your secular learning than you would 
without that spiritual vision.”
