Course Objectives and Description:   


    

This class is a survey study of the writings of the second half of the New Testament. We will examine the Book of Acts, the various epistles, and the Apocalypse both as scripture and as ancient texts.  The course is designed to help each student gain a basic understanding of content, themes, and doctrine found in the books of Acts-Revelation.  This is best accomplished when the student participates in reading, discussing, and writing about his/her discoveries during the course of the semester.  The result should be a strengthened testimony of sacred truths, particularly by an increased understanding of Jesus Christ and His doctrines.  Like the disciples, “Ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth” (Acts 1:8).
