Overview of Institute Classes Taught During the 2009-10 Spring Semester

Book of Mormon
This class discusses the Book of Mormon chapters starting with 1 Nephi and running to Alma 29.  The purpose of this class is to provide insights to broaden your understanding of the Book of Mormon.

Doctrines of the Gospel
Doctrines of the Gospel is a course designed to help you systematically study the principles and doctrines of the gospel of Jesus Christ from the four standard works of the Church. Hence, your basic texts are the Holy Bible, the Book of Mormon: Another Testament of Jesus Christ, the Doctrine and Covenants, and the Pearl of Great Price. 

Teachings of the Living Prophets

Talks are discussed who were given by the Prophet, Thomas S. Monson, his counselors and the 12 apostles from the April, 2009 general conference.  

New Testament

This class covers the gospels. This course is designed to give you the opportunity to come to know the Savior in an intimate, personal, and powerful way. Your goal upon completing this course should be to be able to proclaim, as did Peter, “Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God.” (Matthew 16:16.) Jesus’ disciples knew the way in which such a fervent testimony could be attained. It was John the Beloved who testified from the depth of his soul, “And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an understanding, that we may know him that is true. . . .” (1 John 5:20.) You too can come to know him that is true.

Preparing for a Mission
This class is to assist you, the prospective missionary, in developing Christ like attributes and in teaching doctrines and principles of the restored gospel with power and authority of God (see Alma 17:3). This class will also help familiarize you with personal and missionary conduct and basic mission organization.  Developing teaching experience with on-hands teaching opportunities in class.
Celestial Dating/Preparing for the Future  
Building an Eternal Marriage
Through understanding and living by the teachings of prophets about dating, marriage, and family life, students will be better prepared to govern their lives with correct principles and follow the Lord’s great plan of happiness. The guiding principle of this class came from “The Family: A Proclamation to the World.” The proclamation states: “Happiness in family life is most likely to be achieved when founded upon the teachings of the Lord Jesus Christ” (Ensign, Nov. 1995, 102).

Gospel and the Productive Life

The Gospel and the Productive Life course is designed to help you understand relationships between the spiritual and the temporal. The restored gospel does not deal just with spiritual truths. Many spiritual principles have temporal application, and our temporal lives often influence our ability to grow spiritually. President James E. Faust of the First Presidency taught: “We should try to live providently with respect to our personal lifestyles. Living providently means living well within our means and providing for future needs and events. . . . We should seek to manage our affairs so that we are better able to accept the calls which might come to us now, as well as in the future” (in Conference Report, Apr. 1997, 59; or Ensign, May 1997, 43).
